Attendance
Our candidates are expected to attend every session which starts at 4:00 pm. The session will end at 5:30 after which the candidates will attend 5:30 Sunday mass. We ask that parents pick up their children immediately following mass. We ask you to book all the above dates in the diary and communicate any unavoidable absences as soon as possible. We ask that parents only attend the parent’s session that will take place in the Church (23rd November), after which the young people should come by themselves. If any candidate is consistently absent, we will sadly have to consider withdrawing them from the course.

The importance of making a choice
It is our hope that all of our candidates will desire to complete the programme and receive the Sacrament of Confirmation, however our course is designed to give the candidates an opportunity to make an informed conscious decision to do so. In any case where a candidate feels he or she would not like to continue we will respect this decision.
